
BIOLOGICAL MATERIALS TRANSFER AGREEMENT INSTRUCTIONS

To complete Biological Materials Transfer Agreement, please use the following as guidelines:

· Recipient – Formal name of institution wishing to receive materials (please do not use laboratory’s or department’s name).
· Address – Formal address of institution wishing to receive materials (please do not use laboratory’s or department’s address).
· Material’s – Name of material being sent to recipient (please use as much of information needed to identify the materials).  Additional descriptive information can be added at the end of the sentence.
· Investigator – Name of Nationwide Children’s Hospital researcher that developed material being sent.
· Scientist – Name of Recipient researcher receiving material.
· Project – Name and short description of the project that the material will be used in.
Recipient Signature Section

· By: – Where Authorized person of the recipient institution should sign.
· Title – Title of authorized signatory of the recipient institution.
· Date – Date of the authorized signatory signed the Material Transfer Agreement.
· Scientist – Typed name of the Scientist researcher receiving material.
· Address – Shipping address of where Scientist wishes materials to shipped.
BIOLOGICAL MATERIALS TRANSFER AGREEMENT

This Agreement is between,       (“RECIPIENT”), a/an institution having an address at      , and The Research Institute at Nationwide Children’s Hospital ("PROVIDER") having an address at 700 Children's Drive, Columbus, Ohio, 43205.  This Agreement shall govern the conditions of transfer by PROVIDER to RECIPIENT of certain biological Materials ("MATERIALS") relating to       (“MATERIAL”) developed by       (“INVESTIGATOR”) of PROVIDER and further identified as      .  PROVIDER retains ownership of the MATERIALS including any material contained or incorporated in Modifications.  SCIENTIST will not make any modifications to the MATERIALS.  The MATERIALS are provided to RECIPIENT for use by       ("SCIENTIST") in SCIENTIST'S laboratory for       ("PROJECT”).  MATERIALS include all such biological samples actually provided to RECIPIENT, plus any Unmodified Derivatives of the original biological samples.

1. The MATERIALS will be used for research purposes by SCIENTIST in his/her laboratory under suitable containment conditions.  The MATERIALS will not be used for any commercial purposes or for use in human subjects.  RECIPIENT agrees to comply with all federal rules and regulations applicable to the PROJECT.  

2. RECIPIENT agrees to treat, in confidence, for a period of three (3) years from the date of disclosure, any information marked confidential provided by PROVIDER.  RECIPIENT may publish, but PROVIDER retains the right to a thirty-day review prior to publication.

3. The MATERIALS represent a significant investment by PROVIDER, and are considered proprietary to PROVIDER.  SCIENTIST therefore agrees to maintain control over MATERIALS, and further agrees not to transfer MATERIALS to persons not under his/her direct supervision without written approval by PROVDIER.  RECIPIENT agrees that it will share research results obtained with MATERIALS with INVESTIGATOR.  When the earlier of the completion of the PROJECT or five (5) years have elapsed, RECIPIENT shall destroy or return all MATERIALS.

4. MATERIALS are provided to RECIPIENT as a service to the research community.  IT IS BEING SUPPLIED TO RECIPIENT WITH NO WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING ANY WARRANTY OF MECHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE.  CRI makes no representations that the use of the MATERIALS will not infringe on any patent or proprietary rights of third parties.  

5. RECIPIENT accepts the MATERIALS with the knowledge and understanding that the hazardous and toxicological properties of the MATERIALS have not been completely investigated, and are unknown. 

6. No indemnification for any loss, claim, damage, or liability is intended or provided by any party under this Agreement.  Each party shall be liable for any loss, claim, damage, or liability that said party incurs as a result of its activities under this agreement, except that the parties assume liability only to the extent as provided under the applicable laws and regulations.

This Agreement shall be executed in duplicate and is effective as of the date signed by the party last to sign.
