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While taking my site walk today to obtain the latest photos of construction progress, | was
quickly reminded of a children’s movie that my oldest daughter and | used to watch, “The
Adventures of Winnie the Pooh”. In that movie, Pooh Bear noted “it is a very blustery day
here”, and then Piglet would chime in with “yes, it is a very bbbbbblustery day here”.
Needless to say, December 1% roared into our campus with very snappy cold weather.
However, now that the main hospital building is enclosed and heat is being provided by the
Central Energy Plant, the workers inside the building are working in short sleeves and
breaking a sweat while the winds blow with one of our first snows of the season outside. |
think the workers across the street at the Research Il building are wishing that they had their
building enclosed right now. Regardless of the weather though, construction continues to
move forward quickly on the Research Il building as well. In case you are curious, the last of
the concrete to be poured for the structural frame for Research 1l building should be
completed in January, 2011.

The Underground Garage construction continues to track on schedule. The last concrete for
the roof and interior floors will be completed by the end of the year. A special concrete wall of
the garage, which is part of the exterior dining court yard area, will be poured soon thereafter.
This wall will mimic the exterior wall of the lower level cafeteria dining room area which has a
specific horizontal pattern to create a nice look which also ties into other portions of the site
park above the underground garage. Soon, workers will begin installing all the interior items
of the garage. The garage will have some temporary heat provided for the workers as they
install sprinkler piping, lighting, security systems, overhead doors, exit stairs, parking controls,
etc. By next spring, the garage will be complete and ready for the site park work above to
begin.

In the main hospital building, work continues to progress on all the floors. There are not a lot
of details to share this time except that each floor is in a different percentage of completion.
The lower portion of the building will finish before the upper floors do. Some painting and
ceiling systems are already started in certain areas of those floors. The new entry vestibule at
the C Building will be opening soon. It was expected initially to be completed at the end of
November but that completion date has moved slightly to the middle of December. Once the
vestibule opens, the next phase for finishing the C Building connecting corridor will begin.
Most of the connecting corridor structure is already installed. As a note, we will send out all
staff email regarding the re-opening of the C Building entrance soon, so stay tuned for that
announcement.
