CRITICAL VALUE LIST

Critical lab values will be called immediately, 7 days per week by laboratory personnel to the
responsible licensed caregiver. At least two attempts will be made to contact the licensed caregiver or
their office via phone service or pages. A voice mail will not be left by the laboratory. After two
attempts laboratory personnel will contact the Laboratory Section Director. The laboratory director
may decide to contact an ED staff physician to review the critical value. Such a discussion may result in a
decision to contact the patient’s family directly and recommend that the patient be brought to the ED
immediately.

MICROBIOLOGY:

Positive cultures (bacterial, mycobacterial, fungal or viral), direct microscopic exams, microbial
antigen or PCR-based detection tests on any blood, sterile body fluid, tissue, surgically collected urine,
or indwelling device UNLESS the same organism from the associated blood, sterile body fluid, tissue,
surgically collected urine or indwelling device has already been called as a critical. This excludes: BAL,
bronchoscopy, sinus, specimens or repeat specimens from the same source that were already called as
critical.

(Urine cultures with growth of Distal urethral/perineal flora does not need to be called as this is normal flora)

Positive Stool Culture for Shigella, Salmonella, Aeromonas, Yersinia,

Campylobacter, E. coli, or Edwardsiella

Positive or Detected results for the following tests:
