Instructions for preparation: Calculations:
1. Crush tablets to a fine powder in mortar and pestle.
2. Measure amount needed of OraPlus and use a minimal
amount to wet powder and levigate to form a viscous, but
smooth and uniform paste.
3. Continue adding Ora-Plus, geometrically, mixing well
after each addition.
4. Transfer to a graduate.
5. Rinse mortar with Ora-Sweet, adding rinse to graduate.
6. QS to final volume with Ora-Sweet. Stir well.
7. Transfer contents to amber-colored plastic bottle.
Notes:
Must be shaken vigorously to form suspension.
